The Canaanite’s ruled the Plains and low hill regions through their advanced military power.

They held a force of 900
chariots. At that time, any opposing force lay at the mercy of this powerful Canaanite weapon. When
confronting them in the open field nothing could stand against their Iron Chariots. They held a mighty
weapon of destruction in their chariots, much like tanks today. What field army could stand against
them?

Deborah was one of the rulers of the
Hebrews (and the only female leader) in
the Old Testament. These rulers were
called “mishpat,” which is translated as
“judges.” A role that originated back when
Moses appointed helpers to assist himin
resolving arguments among the

people. %Exodus 18).

As a judge, she resolved disputes and
governed with wisdom that earned her the
respect of an entire nation. Think about it
-in a culture where women rarely held
public roles, people from all walks of life
climbed the hills to her palm tree seeking
her counsel.

This wasn’t just because of her titles; it
was because she demonstrated arare
combination of divine wisdom, practical
judgment, and compassionate
